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Performing Arts Market in Seoul 2009, 
where Korean performing arts meet the global community! 

Performing Arts Market in Seoul, a contemporary performing arts event where Korea and the world will meet, will be hosted at the National Theater of Korea and the Namsan Arts Center for five days from October 12th (Monday) to 16th(Friday). The Performing Arts Market in Seoul was established in 2005 with the support of the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism. This is an international market for the performing arts that continues to play an important role in establishing the basis for the distribution and creation of exciting new performances. 

The Performing Arts Market in Seoul, which is celebrating its 5th anniversary this year, has been very successful thus far, showcasing a total of 76 PAMS Choice works. These PAMS Choice selections have been toured at 47 countries in 248 performance sessions. This year, 150 professionals from 40 nations will be participating in the Performing Arts Market in Seoul, and 1,800 Korean performing arts professionals will gather together to exchange information and opinions on the newest performance trends.

PAMS Choice, a Showcase for the representative Korean performing Arts works! 

In addition to offering the Booth Exhibition, which is the market’s basic program, the Performing Arts Market in Seoul is also holding the PAMS Choice Showcase. PAMS Choice is no simple showcase, but is a system that supports the entry of performers into overseas markets. As such, selected work is provided with diverse subsidies that befit work representing the Performing Arts Market in Seoul, including air fare (KF-PAMS Grants), subtitle translation (jointly with the Korea Literature Translation Institute) and others to support performances overseas. 
Fifteen PAMS Choice works in genres such as drama, dance, music, composite genres and others that were selected in this year’s review are now preparing to showcase for performing arts professionals from Korea and overseas. (Refer to the appendix p10) 

Forum & Info Session, considering the Pre-production Market, Production and Distribution! 

This year, the Performing Arts Market in Seoul will go beyond being a market where completed works are sold, and will include diverse forums and presentations, under the theme of “Pre-production, Production and Distribution.” ‘Thema Forum’ will also be held, during which domestic and overseas project cases and support policy models are shared, linking Pre-production, Production and Distribution. 

But rather than simply stopping at case studies, presentations are being readied that can match production with investment as a market. A forum for matching domestic and overseas joint productions with investors will be provided, under the name ‘Incubation for Performing Art’ for six Korean works that are still in the creation stage. Incubation for Performing Art is a joint program of the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism and the National Association of Cultural and Arts Centers, in which Showcase production costs are supported, and support for the completion of projects is provided based on the plans. 

This is not limited to the presentation of Korean works. The purpose of LIP (Looking for International Partners) is to search for international production partners, since it is a presentation of domestic and overseas joint production projects. Projects that are showcased at LIP will be divided into creating, distributing and developing stages, depending on the stage of project development.  Each project owner has to introduce the idea, the production plan, etc., and domestic and overseas partners for cooperation (actors, choreographers, joint producers, presenters, investors etc.) are then recruited openly. (Refer to the appendix p16) 


From Networking to Matching! 

In addition, the networking program was strengthened this year to enable close contact and active communication among the arts organizations and presenters. ‘Speed Dating’ for 1:1 consultation, and ‘Round Table’ which enables sharing of the performing arts information in all corners of the world, will be provided to help form close networks, in order to provide practical help to performing arts professionals. 

Each year, the Performing Arts Market in Seoul selects a region for focus, and conducts an analysis to provide attendees with a snapshot of the region’s performing arts, via the forum and academy. This year, PAMS has selected the North American market and the World Music Market as the focus, and will introduce these in an in-depth manner. 

This year, participation by key international performing arts professionals will continue! 

As the Performing Arts Market in Seoul is a high-profile event that is now entering its 5th year, it attracts performing arts professionals from a number of different countries, as well as those in Korea and Asia. Living up to the focus on North America, Alain Paré (Founder and CEO, CINARS), David Baile (Executive Director, ISPA), Martin Wechsler (Director of Programming, Joyce Theatre), MK Wegmann (President, National Performance Network, USA), Sandra Gibson (President, Association of Performing Arts Presenters), Tina Rasmussen (Director of Performing Arts, Harbourfront Center), and many more presenters and performing arts professionals from North America will participate. 

In the music category, conducting the World Music Academy and Forum, Charlie Gillett (Presenter, Charlie Gillett's World of Music, BBC Radio), Jacques Erwan (Musics from the World Counsellor, Théâtre de la Ville), Maarten Rovers (Artistic Director, RASA Theatre), Mark Ringwood (Producer, Roots around the World), Olivier Delsalle (Deputy Director, Festival d'Ile-de-France), Patrick de Groote (Director, Sfinks Festival) and Peter Hvalkof (Programmer, Roskilde Festival) will participate in PAMS.  


Bringing the global art community to the Korean performance market, and growing the Performing Arts Market in Seoul 

The Performing Arts Market in Seoul is an opportunity to present the trend in the world performance art market to Korean performance organizations, while helping them to network with key overseas presenters to gain overseas opportunities. For the overseas performing arts experts, PAMS helps them to gain an understanding of Korean performing arts, and to interact with Korean performance organizations. 

Korean productions have been earning a good reputation at key world festivals; indeed, Korean performers are beginning to capture the attention of the world. At the same time, world-class presenters are continuing to visit the Performing Arts Market in Seoul, in greater numbers each year. From Asia, Festival Tokyo (Chiaki Soma, Artistic Director), Setagaya Public Theater (Midori Okuyama, Chief Producer) and the Esplanade (Benson Pua, CEO) have participated in The Performing Arts Market in Seoul. 
From the EU, the Edinburgh International Festival (Jonathan Mills, Director), Songlines Magazine (Jo Frost, Editor) and IETM (Mary Ann DeVlieg, Secretary General) have participated.  
In addition to visitors from North America such as the John F. Kennedy Center (David Kim, International Programming Manager), the Brooklyn Academy of Music (Karen Brooks Hopkins, President) and the World Music Institute NY (Isabel Soffer, Programming Director), guests from South America, including La Red (Pilar Ramos, CEO), Iberoamerican Theater Festival (Adela Donadio, Subdirector), and Buenos Aires International Festival (Alberto Ligaluppi, Artistic Director) have also participated. Likewise, guests from the world’s leading performing arts festivals and art centers have visited to experience the snapshot of Korean performing arts, and to invite outstanding works. 

Through this process, 76 works that were selected as “PAMS Choice” took part in 178 concerts at key art centers and festivals in the world. For example, Sadari Movement Laboratory’s <Woyzeck>, which was selected PAMS choice in 2006, performed at the Edinburgh Festival Fringe, winning the Herald Angel Award and Total Theatre Award. Since then, it has performed actively at the International Theatre Festival-Dialog (Poland), the London Mime Festival, the National Chiang Kai-Sheck Culture Center (Taiwan), the Territory Festival (Russia), Under the Radar Festival (USA), and others. 

The best chance to explore Korean performing arts!
PAMS 2009 is timed to coincide with the Seoul Performing Arts Festival, the Seoul International Dance Festival and the World Festival of National Theater in October. PAMS will be an opportunity to experience the best of the Korean performing arts, and to broaden the spectrum of discovery.

The Theme Forum, which heralds the beginning of Theme Session, presents diverse possibilities for the vitalization of performing arts distribution by considering a work even from the stage of creation, through domestic and overseas support policy model related project cases that link Pre-production, Production and Distribution.

○ Incubation Project for the Performing Arts  
- Case Study on the Policy to Support the Creation Stage, and its Effects
The ‘Incubation Project for the Performing Arts’ which has been carried out with national support since 2008, is a system that supports new musical and theatrical work. By providing support for each stage, outstanding works can be discovered and focused support provided, building a competitive edge for Korean performers over the longer run. Selected works can benefit from support in all stages, including planning, production and distribution. 

‣National Association of Cultural and Arts Centers
National Association of Cultural and Arts Centers is a not-for-profit organization that has 128 member institutions as of September 2009, and is a national-level arts and culture center that was established in November 1995. The association is striving to contribute to the advancement of Korean arts and culture by making the operation of the regional cultural centers more effective, based on cooperation and interaction among the centers. 


○ Incubation Project for Outstanding Works from Daehakro 
- Discovery and cultivation of outstanding small theater contents 

Incubation Project for Outstanding Works from Daehakro is a project that provides direct or indirect support to works that were performed in small theaters in the Daehakro Cultural District during the last three years, which producers are seeking the opportunity to perform on larger stages, or for works that are only partially completed which require support to complete the performance. This is one of the tailored Seoul support projects carried out by Seoul Foundation for Arts and Culture. 

‣Seoul Foundation for Arts and Culture
Seoul Foundation for Arts and Culture was established on March 15, 2004 to support cultural and artistic activities, to distribute created works, and to pursue the advancement of culture and art in Seoul by increasing the voluntary involvement of citizens in culture and art. The Foundation has a Board of Directors that is comprised of 15 members, including the Chair Ho-Sang AHN. The organization is comprised of two divisions, one center, and 12 teams, with 60 people, and has a budget of 29,531 Million Won. 


○ Promising Youngsters Discovered by Seoul Fringe Festival and Doosan Art Center-Project Big boy
- Example of cooperation with art centers and festivals 
 
Project to Discover and Cultivate the Next Generation of Artists, <Promising Youngsters Discovered by Seoul Fringe Festival and Doosan Art Center-Project Big boy> aims to discover and to cultivate young artists who continue to mull over the role of the arts and culture, while considering the future of the performing arts in this era. Accordingly, the target for the first project to be conducted in 2009 will be works that are based on the concept of the same era, in terms of form and content. A total of three works, selected from among those that participated in the Seoul Fringe Festival’s indoor performance which were performed in 2007, 2008 and 2009, will be performed on stage. 

‣Doosan Art Center
Doosan Art Center carries out the public activities initiated by Doosan Group, by contributing to the community in the field of the arts. Focusing on musicals, it has been playing the role of an Art Incubator that discovers young, promising artists and new works with potential in the areas of theatre, music, visual art and dance. 


○ Australia Development Site 
- Work development and distribution through cooperation among festivals 

Australia’s Development Site is a program that develops large-scale works in Australia. Once every two years, it is hosted, taking turns at hosting with the festival of Australian International Arts Festivals Inc. Key producers, staff members and actors from each theatre ensemble present works in the initial planning and preparation stages with the festival’s artistic director and the producers of the key art centers, to review their potential. Presented works face at least two to three years of production preparation, and the festivals support the production of these works through commissions from the festivals or the art centers. 

‣Sydney Festival
For three weeks each January the Festival offers a rich program of around 80 events involving upwards of 500 artists from Australia and abroad covering dance, theatre, music, visual arts, cross media and forums. In any given year, it makes use of most of the main theatres across the city including Sydney Theatre, CarriageWorks, City Recital Hall and venues at the Sydney Opera House. In 2008 the Festival introduced a new opening event, Festival First Night, which sees the city streets transformed into a series of free stages and precincts. 300,000 people enjoyed Festival First Night in January this year. 








2) Presentation Incubation Project for the Performing Arts' presentations for the selection of outstanding works to provide support for production
Organized by the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism and the National Association of Cultural and Arts Centers, the Incubation Project aims to discover outstanding theatre and musical creations, and to provide strategic support in order to increase the will to create and to raise Korea’s competitiveness in the area of the performing arts. The Incubation Project selected three theater and three musical works in 2009. By presenting these six works, they anticipate seeking co-production possibilities and looking for investors.

○ NPN Funds - Case studies of pre-production, creation and distribution through the NPN
The National Performance Network (NPN) supports creation and distribution through the network while providing direct support and program. Let’s study how this organization realizes its purpose through Performance Residences, the Freight Fund, the Performing Americas Project, the Creation Fund and the Pilot Program -Creative Development Phase of newly commissioned works-, by looking at actual case studies. 


‣National Performance Network (NPN)
The National Performance Network (NPN) is a membership-based network of diverse art organizations and artists in the US, which aims to develop new audiences, expand the mobility of artists and their work, develop new works, and increase commissioning and cooperation capability of NPN members.  To achieve this, NPN operates diverse support programs. 

○ Joyce Theater a. w. a. r. d show – Creation of New work, Audience Development, and Distribution through the program 
Joyce Theater’s a.w.a.r.d. show, which was launched in 2006, is a program in which the audience evaluates the 12 works that have selected from among the new dance works submitted from different parts of the US to select the winner, after which the winner is presented with the prize money.  This program was born from a need to carry out in-depth communication with the audience regarding dance works, and includes an introduction on the manner in which works are discovered, audiences are developed and works are distributed. 

‣Joyce Theater
Joyce Theater, which opened in a former movie theater in Chelsea, New York in 1982, is one of the most important dance presentation institutions in the US. It works in all genres of dance to configure exciting new works.  The theater strives to develop audiences by leveraging diverse programs such as the season program, A.W.A.R.D, festival and dance training. 

○ Canada: How can networks help in the development and dissemination of new work?
CanDance is an association of Canadian dance presenters, and has total of 31 member institutions, including Danse Danse. It plans a wide range of programs to increase the level of understanding of contemporary dance among audiences, and leverages its network to provide support for work interchange and coproduction.  Likewise, a case study on distribution in Canada based on the association’s network will be introduced. 

‣Danse Danse
Danse Danse is a not-for-profit organization established in 1998. It introduces outstanding contemporary dance works from Canada and overseas to audiences in Quebec and across Canada. Along with the support provided for creation and distribution, it has showcased performances by 50 groups from 15 nations since its establishment. Pierre Des Marais and Clothilde Cardinal, who have served as joint artistic and general directors since 2000, program a contemporary dance season every year that introduces diverse and superb choreographers to the performing arts venues in Montreal. Danse Danse also provides a range of other support for creation and distribution.





4) Looking For International Partners (LIP)  
LIP, the last of the Performing Arts Market in Seoul 2009's Theme Sessions, consists of presentations that are made to search for international collaborating and co-producing partners. LIP aims to search for actual production partners through presentations for co-productions. Projects pitched at LIP are classified according to the stage of project development, i.e. creation, development and distribution. For each project, the idea and production plan will be introduced. Following this, the partners required for domestic and overseas cooperation (actors, choreographers, co-producers, presenters, investors etc.) are recruited openly. This program is hosted along with the Creative Producers’ Network.

The APAP conference is held each January in New York, which is the largest arts market in U.S. In addition, APAP conference is one of the most effective ways to approach the North American Performing Arts Market.

He also has been active in several national arts service organizations, including serving as the chair of the Board of the Association of Performing Arts Presenters from 2000-2003.

‣Yerba Buena Center for the Arts 
Yerba Buena Center for the Arts is a contemporary arts presentation institution in the San Francisco Bay Area that promotes the performing and visual arts. YBCA is well renowned for programming the works of living artists.
‣ Presentation overview

Alain Paré, the founder and the CEO of CINARS, has many years of experience working as a manager and agent for artists, and established “Les Production Contour," which specializes in show production, in 1981.  He has worked for all types of organizations that preserve and promote French culture, and served as the CEO of the Festivals Montréal, which were established in 1999. 

‣CINARS 
CINARS is not-for-a-profit organization located in Montreal, Canada that was established in 1984. It strives to promote performing arts from Canada and Quebec (French cultural bloc) in the world market.  In particular, it is focused on the development of all types of support systems that consider demand in the field, in order to enter the international market with the Canadian performing art. This is the first arts market held in the world, and it is hosted every two years.
‣ Presentation overview 
Let’s get an overview of the Canadian market from Alain Paré, the founder and the CEO of CINARS, which is the largest market in Canada, and examine the potential strategies of Korean organizations for the Canadian market. 

Barbara Scales 
Barbara Scales established a agency called Latitude 45 Arts Promotion in 1981.  She has not only played the role of agent for the performing arts, but also lectures on music, human rights, and the life of artists, and works as a concert manager at universities, high schools and regular conferences. 

‣Latitude 45 Arts Promotion agency 
Established in 1981, Latitude 45 Arts Promotion is an agency that represents artists in the areas of early music, classical music, contemporary music, drama and dance.
Current tour projects include the Tafelmusik Orchestra, Kleztory, The Nathaniel Dett Chorale, the Ardittti Quartet, the Nouvel Ensemble Moderne and others. Tea Music is the Korean organization that is on its artists’ roster.
‣Presentation overview 
Let’s learn about the role and importance of the agency, which is characteristic to the Canadian and US performing arts market, and learn from the experiences of Barbara Scales, who worked as a concert agent for 30 years, while we search for ways that Korean organizations can enter the market.

‣ Charlie Gillett
Charlie Gillett is a British radio presenter and writer. In recent years, he has become one of the UK's most influential proponents of 'world music.' Gillett began his career in journalism in 1968, and launched the record label “Oval Records” in 1974. From 1995 to 2006, Gillett presented a weekly two-hour show on BBC London, and since 1999 he has hosted a weekly world music programme on the BBC World Service. In 2006, Gillett was awarded The John Peel Award for Outstanding Contribution to Music Radio by the Radio Academy. Gillett currently presents a half-hour show, Charlie Gillett's World of Music, on BBC Radio 3. www.charliegillett.com

‣ Peter Hvalkof
For decades, Peter Hvalkof has been involved in Roskilde Festival. Since the mid-nineties, he has been a member of the booking committee, and has placed a special focus on world music and roots music. In the course of his career, he has been involved in several side projects related to world music. Today, he is also in charge of booking at Global CPH, which is a world music venue in Copenhagen. 
‣ Roskilde Festival 
Roskilde Festival is a 4-day outdoor festival that has been held each year since 1971 in the first weekend of July (to be held next from July 1st – 4th, 2010). The festival is attended each year by approximately 75,000 audience members (4-day tickets only), 25,000 volunteers, 5000 journalists, and 3500 artists. Approximately 180 bands/artists perform, presenting rock/pop, hip-hop, electronica, and world music. www.roskilde-festival.dk

‣Michael Orlove 
Michael Orlove joined the Chicago Department of Cultural Affairs in 1993, and has helped to transform the Chicago Cultural Center into a prime year-round venue for an eclectic array of music that is free and open to the general public. He has created two festivals that have become staples of the Chicago summer season, including Chicago SummerDance (now in its 13th year) and the annual World Music Festival: Chicago (now in its 11th year). He played a key role in organizing the inaugural events at Millennium Park in 2004, and continues to coordinate music programming each summer. Michael is currently the senior programs director for the Chicago Department of Cultural Affairs.

‣ Maarten Rovers
Maarten Rovers is the Artistic Director of the RASA Centre for World Cultures, a leading institute for the promotion of traditional and contemporary world music in Europe. In this role, he has been the co-initiator of many international festivals, and has acted as a world music consultant to the Holland Festival of Early Music and the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam. Recently, Maarten served as an advisor to the Dutch Fund for the Performing Arts, WOMEX (jury 2008) and the European Commission. Growing up with classical music, jazz and world music, Maarten has developed eclectic musical tastes, from deeply traditional to highly avant-garde.
